and 7. On March 21 and 22, Tempesta performs Madame Levy's Salon, a Berlin -
centered program that includes the stunning sonata from Bach's Musical Offering,
along with premieres by Janitsch.

2008 -2009 also includes Tempesta's New York City debut at the Frick Collection
series, performing love songs from Italy with soprano Clara Rottsolk.

Tempesta di Mare, named for VivaldiOs concerto meaning Ostorm at sea,0 (plays with
a flair that justifies their nameO ( Abeille Musique, Paris, July 2007). The 2008  -2009
season continues to reach out to a broad and diverse audience with its OOpen

DoorsO free -admission concerts.
